		Update on Palliative Care Provision at Danetre Hospital
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		Following concerns raised by residents regarding palliative care provision at Danetre Hospital, Northamptonshire Healthcare NHS Foundation Trust (NHFT) has now provided an update on the current situation.
NHFT has confirmed that, due to a temporary shortfall in consultant cover, the palliative care beds are currently being used for rehabilitation care while recruitment takes place. They have also stated that the beds will return to palliative care provision once medical cover has been restored.
I understand that many residents will continue to have questions and concerns about the future of these important local services. In response, I am seeking a meeting with NHFT and the Integrated Care Board (ICB) to better understand their longer-term plans for Danetre Hospital.
Thank you to everyone who has taken the time to contact me regarding this issue. I will continue to keep residents updated as further information becomes available.




		Raising Residents’ Concerns Over Water Supply Issues
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		I know many residents in East Farndon, Clipston, Arthingworth, Great Oxendon and Eydon have been frustrated by the recent water supply issues affecting local communities, and I have received a significant number of communications from residents concerned about the disruption caused.
After raising residents’ concerns directly with Anglian Water, I am due to speak with the company’s Chief Executive, Mark Thurston, next week, to discuss the situation further.
Our discussions will focus on the recent pump failure, the support available to affected residents and the steps being taken to improve the long-term resilience of the local water supply network.
In the meantime, Anglian Water has asked customers to use water for essential purposes only while pressures on the network remain high.
Thank you to everyone who has contacted me regarding this issue. I will continue working with all parties involved and will keep residents updated as further information becomes available.

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				Westminster Roundup
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				Parliament returned for the opening of the new Session, with the first two sitting weeks dominated by the State Opening and debate on the King’s Speech.
· The State Opening of Parliament took place, with MPs summoned to the Lords to hear the King’s Speech from the Throne, setting out the Government’s legislative agenda for the new Session.
· In the Commons, the debate began on the King’s Speech, with themed debates covering the Government’s priorities for economic growth, energy security, and defence readiness.
· Routine Commons business resumed alongside the King’s Speech debates, including Business Questions to the Leader of the House and departmental questions to Justice, Science, Innovation and Technology, and Business and Trade Ministers.
· Early procedural business for the new Session included nominations and, if necessary, the election of the Chair of the Backbench Business Committee, as well as the Private Members’ Bill ballot.
· Other Commons and Westminster Hall business covered issues including the Steel Industry (Nationalisation) Bill, unadopted roads and public amenities on new developments, the impact of a third runway at Heathrow Airport, censorship of women’s health content online, and domestic abuse and safeguarding.
The Commons rose at the end of the second sitting week for the Whitsun Recess.
